The service of the Honoree must be documented
in one or more of the following:

e Served 180 consecutive days or more on
Active Duty.
e Served on Active Duty during a period
of war or in a campaign.
e A Guardsman or Reservist called to
Active Duty by the President for
purposes other than training.
e Special conditions as established by the
Veterans Administration.
e Served six or more years in the National
Guard or Reserve and resigned or
retired under honorable conditions.
e Considered a Veteran by the Veterans
Administration and received an
honorable or equivalent discharge.
e Service members who were
disabled or died while in an
active status are eligible.
